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Who are you travelling with?
We welcome everyone from ages 12 and up on our group 
tours, which are made up of a pleasant mix of families, 
friends and solo travellers. If you are joining a tour alone, 
there is no extra charge to pay, as long as you are willing to 
share a room with another person of the same sex. If there  
is no one available to share with on the tour, you’ll have a 
room to yourself but still won’t be charged any extra.

If you’d prefer to guarantee a single room, a supplement is 
charged dependent on which holiday you pick. You may  
be charged a single supplement if you book within two 
months of departure, but it’s easy to check in advance with  
our consultants who can provide more information about 
charges for each tour. 

Our group journeys run with a minimum of 4 and a maximum 
of 12 to 20 guests, depending on the tour. On average most 
groups are made up of 8 or 9 travellers, creating a cosy 
dynamic which is neither too anonymous nor too intimate. 
These small group sizes also ensure we minimise our impact 
on the environment and local communities, and allow 
greater flexibility when catering for individuals’ interests.  
By guaranteeing a departure when the number of booked 
clients reaches just 4, we can confirm well in advance that 
your tour will run. 

How to get there
We understand that some clients may wish to book their 
own flights, choosing their airline, route and travel dates. 
We recognise that some travellers may also be joining us 
from outside the UK. For this reason, our prices exclude the 
flights to get you to and from the tour. The majority of our 
passengers do however book their international flights with 
us and our travel experts will be happy to quote prices from 
any regional UK departure point, with your airline of choice, 
any flight upgrades you may want and alternative dates if 
necessary. Whether you book your international flights with 
us or not, any domestic flights within the tour itinerary are  
of course included in the overall holiday price, and booked 
for you by our operations team.

How we travel
Our group tours take you across the continent using a 
combination of planes, trains, boats and road vehicles. 
Whatever the means of travel, we always choose the best 
available option, taking into careful consideration the size 
of our group. On Classic Journeys, all road transport is 
undertaken in private vehicles, whilst Discovery Journeys 
use private vehicles 85% of the time. For practicality and 
comfort, a few of our tours include road journeys by luxury 
local coaches and buses.

The Amazon rainforest is a vast, often impenetrable 
tropical wilderness, home to thousands of species of 
flora and fauna. A visit really makes your journey in Peru, 
Ecuador or Brazil complete. Excellent jungle lodges 
are accessible via a short flight or a longer journey by 
road and by boat. All offer full board and a programme 
of activities and excursions into the rainforest led by 
naturalist guides. You can also take a river cruise.

Tap into our knowledge

Peru
Only an hour's flight from Cusco, 
the river-port of Puerto Maldonado 
gives access to a number of jungle 
lodges with excellent wildlife spotting 
opportunities. There are also lodges in 
the region around Iquitos (a two-hour 
flight from Lima), a port from which 
cruises depart through the jungle.

Ecuador
Amazonía can be easily and quickly 
accessed from Quito by air, or road 
and river transport. Lodges here are 
surprisingly comfortable given their 
isolation and many are run by the local 
community.

Brazil
Manaus, a direct flight from Rio or 
São Paulo, is the gateway to the 
Brazilian jungle. There's a range of 
accommodation, from rustic lodges to 
more upmarket properties; and cruises 
from four to eight days in length.

No need to miss out. If there's somewhere 
you particularly want to go that isn't included 
in your Journey itinerary, don't worry.

WILDLIFE 
With much of Latin America still in its 
natural state, the prolific wildlife is left to 
roam undisturbed. Times are changing: 
the modern world and expanded areas of 
cultivation are definitely making an impact, 
but you can still find places, surprisingly 
accessible, where you can observe this 
flora and fauna close up, from your base  
at a jungle lodge or on a cruise.

Wildlife wilderness in  
the Pantanal
The vast Brazilian Pantanal wetlands 
boast an extraordinary abundance 
of birds and wildlife. This protected 
wilderness is, according to season, 
home to flocks of parakeets, macaws 
and giant storks. In the dry season 
(Apr-Nov) caiman laze on riverbanks. 
You may also spot giant capybaras, 
armadillos, anteaters and howler 
monkeys. This huge concentration of 
birds, reptiles and mammals co-exist 
with the cattle in this marshy grassland 
and, because of the sparse vegetation, 
are easy to spot.

There are a number of eco-friendly, 
low-key, comfortable lodges, accessible 
from either Campo Grande or Cuiaba, 
Each offers activities including 
wildlife observation by boat safari, on 
horseback or on foot, on a full-board 
basis, with most people staying  
three nights.

Galápagos Islands
A short flight off the coast of mainland 
Ecuador, astride the equator in the 
Pacific Ocean, lie the Galápagos 
Islands. These peaks of gigantic 
volcanoes have never been attached to 
the continent, and over the millennia 
birds, reptiles and plants have come 
to adapt to their unique environment. 
It's one of the greatest wildlife shows 
on earth, home to dragon-like iguanas, 
sea-lions, flamingos, crimson-breasted  
frigate birds, blue-footed boobies; and 
a rich variety of landscape, from lava 
scorched rocks, to rich woodland and 
white sand beaches.

The archipelago is usually appreciated 
by cruising around the islands. Vessels, 
from small motor cruisers to luxurious 
liners, operate varying itineraries from 
three to eight days long. If you prefer 
not to sail, there are a number of 
excellent land-based options. Details of 
accommodation, cruises and itineraries 
can be found on our website, or speak 
to one of our travel experts.

Connects with journeys starting/ending 
in Ecuador.
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Antarctica
A century after the first expeditions, the most popular form of 
access to this vast continent is still by sea. However in the last 
few years some commercial flights have started operating to 
this distant land. Cruises* navigate their way between yawning 
ice fields, and mountains of staggering beauty, across waters 
that reflect the changing moods of the southern sky.

Huge colonies of penguins, and sea lions, albatrosses and 
other seabirds lay on a spectacular display.

Some of our journeys have Ushuaia, the gateway to the   
'white continent' or Punta Arenas on the Chilean side of the 
border, as a port of call. You may leave the group here to join a 
cruise, or travel south by air at the end of your journey. There 
is a wide selection of ships from small expeditionary vessels  
to larger cruise ships with comprehensive facilities.

Fitz Roy, Argentina
If your journey itinerary nears its end in El Calafate, you can 
choose to extend your time in Argentinian Patagonia before 
you travel north to Buenos Aires. Take a bus from El Calafate 
(3-4 hours) to the small mountain resort of El Chaltén. There 
are splendid scenic walks in the rugged countryside at the foot 
of the towering slabs of rock and icy pinnacles forming the Fitz 
Roy massif. The panoramic views of the lakes in this region are 
truly awe-inspiring. Round off your holiday with two nights in 
the elegant capital, Buenos Aires. 

Connects with journeys nearing the end of El Calafate. 

The Fjords of Chile and Argentina
Patagonia, a wilderness of windswept steppes, jagged 
mountains and glaciers, is a landscape which feels truly 
remote. Nowadays, however, it can be visited in comfort: 
there are first class estancias in stunning countryside, state-of 
the-art hotels, and luxurious motor-vessels that offer cruises* 
exploring the unspoilt secrets of the ice.

The fjords of southern Chile configure a fairy tale land of 
deep, forested valleys, hanging glaciers and tiny maritime 
settlements. Further south, cruises explore the Beagle 
Channel and Tierra del Fuego, and even take you to rugged 
Cape Horn.

Connects with journeys that pass through Ushuaia, Puerto 
Natales and Punta Arenas.

*Cruises last 4-7 days. 

The Glaciers of Argentinian Patagonia
Cross the border from Chilean Patagonia to the Argentinian 
side of the jagged, ice-capped Andes range and stay in El 
Calafate, a little resort town on wilderness plains close to the 
edge of the milky, turquoise waters of Lago Argentino. From 
here, visit the towering ice walls of the Perito Moreno glacier 
and the traditional ranch at Estancia Cristina. Both tourist and 
first-class options are available. Round off your holiday with a 
couple of days in Argentina's elegant capital, Buenos Aires.

Connects with journeys nearing the end in Torres del Paine.

 
 
 

Ushuaia, Tierra del Fuego 
For those whose group itinerary nears its end in Patagonia, 
an extension can be added to Ushuaia (a short flight from El 
Calafate). This, the world's most southerly city, and a busy port 
at the tip of the Andes range, is your base for explorations to the 
bays, lakes, rivers and peaks of the Tierra del Fuego National Park. 
Cruise down the Beagle Channel spotting penguins, and pay a 
visit to the historic Harberton Ranch, before flying north for a 
final night in Argentina's cosmopolitan capital, Buenos Aires.

Connects with journeys nearing the end in El Calafate.

 

lguazú Falls
Perhaps the most stunning sight in Latin America is the lguazú 
Falls: a 2.7km chain of 275 cataracts tumble and roar over 
a 60m precipice in a protected, sub-tropical rainforest that 
is alive with birds and butterflies. The cataracts straddle the 
border between Argentina and Brazil, and on either side there 
is a range of accommodation, from spacious tourist-class hotels 
to first-class traditional or contemporary establishments, many 
of which are set in extensive grounds with outside pools. Two 
nights in lguazú is normally sufficient to see both sides of the 
falls, before flying home via São Paulo or continuing for a few 
days in Rio de Janeiro.

Connects with journeys starting/ending in Buenos Aires or Rio. 

Atacama Desert, Chile
The Atacama Desert, where it approaches the Bolivian border, 
is a high-altitude landscape of volcanoes, salt lakes and 
supreme, rugged beauty. The Moon Valley, the geysers at El 
Tatio, and pretty mountain villages such as Toconao are among 
a host of attractions here. Stay in comfortable accommodation 
in San Pedro, an adobe town that is the hub for visits to the 
region, or at a more luxurious hotel, where excursions and 
excellent meals are included.

Connects with journeys starting/ending Santiago.

Copper Canyon, Mexico
The Copper Canyon has some of the continent's most awe-
inspiring mountain scenery, with scores of epic gorges and 
ravines, some of which are deeper than the Grand Canyon. 
A spectacular rail journey begins in Chihuahua and climbs 
into the Sierra Madre, where a night is spent on the canyon 
rim. The descent crosses bridges, passes through tunnels and 
around sweeping bends to arrive at Los Mochis. Access is from 
Chihuahua in the north of Mexico.

Connects with journeys starting/ending in Mexico City

Peru's Nazca Lines
No one knows for sure why an ancient, unknown civilisation 
etched huge geometric markings – the Nazca Lines, Peru  
– into the desert south of Lima. Their scale and complexity 
can be best appreciated from the air. You can combine your 
extension with a visit to the wildlife-rich Ballestas Islands  
just off the coast from Paracas. 

Connects with journeys starting/ending in Lima.

 
Easter Island
Polynesian Easter Island lies 2,200 miles off the coast of Chile. 
This tiny territory, triangular in shape and with a volcano in 
each corner, has only 5,000 inhabitants, and is famed for its 
vast, brooding stone statues or moai. The balmy climate and 
the genuine warmth of the inhabitants make this unspoilt 
destination one of our most popular. Our featured extensions 
include a three- or four-night stay at a secluded hotel, but 
there are a number of properties to choose from as well as 
shorter or longer stays.

Connects with journeys starting/ending Santiago.

NATURAL AND  
CULTURAL LANDSCAPES  
You will be seeing many of the countries'  
natural and cultural highlights as you pass 
through them on your group journeys,  
but it's not possible to include everything. 

Some extensions are obvious and logical – for example, a visit  
to Easter Island is a popular choice for those visiting Chile. 
Others are rather less well known, or more specialised, 
including estancia stays (wine, gastronomy, horse riding) in 
Argentina. You may add on just a couple of days to see the 
Mayan ruins at Tikal or the Nazca Lines in Peru; or a week or 
more to cruise to the 'white continent' Antarctica.
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Salvador da Bahia
The coastal city of Salvador is an unmissable highlight of Brazil, 
and integral to an understanding of the country. Here, the 
African influence is dominant, with food, dance and religious 
ritual all harking back to the mother continent, and there is 
some of the most beautifully restored colonial architecture in 
the country. It's a joyous place, alive with music and colour, and 
with some stunning beaches nearby.

Connects with journeys starting/ending in Rio.

Tikal 
If your holiday in Central America doesn't include a trip to the 
ruins, it is easy to add on a visit to what many regard as the 
most awe-inspiring archaeological sites on the continent. From 
Antigua, it is a short drive to Guatemala City, for the hour-long 
flight to Flores. Accommodation is in a jungle lodge in the 
heart of the tropical national park, or the island town of Flores, 
your base for a two-day visit to the ruins. There is a guided tour 
of the temples and pyramids, from which you can look out 
over a jungle canopy full of monkeys and parrots. Fly back to 
Guatemala City for a final night. 

Connects with journeys starting/ending in Guatemala.

Estancia stays
In colonial times, large tracts of land in Latin America were 
divided into estates – estancias or haciendas, which had 
elegant, palatial residences. Some have been refurbished and 
opened up to visitors, a few have been converted into luxury 
hotels, and a number are still operating ranches or wineries. 
They offer visitors a warm family-style welcome, excellent 
facilities and a range of activities from wine-tasting and 
bird-watching to nature trails and horse riding. One of our 
favourites is La Bamba in Argentina, but you can also spend 
several days unwinding in estancias in Chile, Mexico  
or Ecuador.

Lake Atitlán
Guatemala is a deeply traditional country, where indigenous 
and colonial cultures and rituals have blended and 
developed over the centuries, remaining a unique feature of 
contemporary life. It's also blessed with gorgeous scenery, 
dominated by around 35 volcanoes. Lake Atitlán is a mystical 
body of water surrounded by volcanic cones and tiny 
farmsteads. Visit some of the small towns along the shore, 
where traditional dress is still worn.

Connects with tours starting/ending in Guatemala.

The Mayan Riviera
The beaches of Mexico are some of the best on the continent, 
from the white powder sands of the Caribbean coast to the 
rocky coves and rolling surf of the Pacific, and there are some 
excellent hotels from which to enjoy them.

There are many properties on the Mayan Riviera, spread along 
the coast, where creamy beaches meet tropical forests. All of 
which are convenient if ending your journey in Cancun. There 
are also several attractive, mid-range hotels close to the resort 
of Playa del Carmen, and the iconic cliff edge ruins of Tulum.

Connects with journeys ending in Cancun or any end 
destination with flights to Mexico.

 
Ambergris Caye
Fly to the coral island of Ambergris Caye off the coast of Belize, 
and spend a few days at the first-class plantation style Victoria 
House. Alternatively, pick one of the other stunning properties 
or cayes that stretch the length of the Caribbean coast.

Connects with journeys ending in Belize. 

Uruguay
This tiny, friendly country on the eastern shore of the River 
Plate, maintains a character of its own. Renowned for its beef-
rearing grasslands, it also boasts glamorous golden beaches 
and plush hotels, perfect for a wind down after any group tour.

Connects with journeys starting/ending in Buenos Aires. 

The Beaches of Cuba
Cuban beaches boast the Caribbean's famous translucent 
turquoise seas with pristine sand and unspoilt landscapes.  
There are a number of resorts around the island, which vary  
in terms of facilities and accessibility. Some, such as Varadero, 
are busy strips with a number of hotels, restaurants, bars and 
clubs; others are situated on remote islands (cayos), including 
Cayo Las Brujas and Cayo Levisa, with pearl white beaches  
and good snorkelling.

Down the 'green coast' from Rio lies llha Grande, a beautiful, 
forested island where tourism is kept low-key and informal. 
Trails lead across the lush, undulating interior and there are 
stunning beaches hidden among rocky coves. Accommodation 
ranges from hippyish to boutique, and the atmosphere is  
laid-back and completely relaxing.

Connects with journeys starting/ending Rio. 

Búzios
Just up the road from Rio de Janeiro lies the Armaçao de 
Búzios peninsula; a sophisticated, informal resort scattered 
around a series of alluring bays. Cobbled streets and small, 
low-rise pousadas give it a Mediterranean feel; its many 
stylish open-air bars, restaurants, boutiques and galleries are 
frequented by well-to-do Brazilians as well as foreign tourists. 
Outside the busy high season (Dec-Feb), the tranquillity and 
natural beauty make for a relaxing stay.

Important Information
Tourist amenities
Infrastructure in Latin America has improved, but it’s still 
largely an underdeveloped continent — both for provision 
of amenities, and the standard of them. Even the most 
meticulously planned arrangements can, and do, go wrong.

Things that might go wrong
There may be moments of discomfort, and delays are a way 
of life. Your bags might be delayed or go missing. There are 
risks that may occur: travelling in mountainous terrain, the 
forces of nature and the limited medical facilities of some 
regions. Passenger seat belt regulations are not widely 
enforced. Clients booking these holidays implicitly  
accept the above.

Itineraries
The itinerary of a trip will not be altered unless there is an 
unavoidable reason for it. But occasionally we may have to 
make small alterations to the accommodation, transport or 
order of an itinerary. In these circumstances, we won’t pay 
refunds or compensation.

Trip Dossier
For all Classic and Discovery Journeys, we publish a Trip 
Dossier. They’re on our website, you’ll find them in the row 
of links above the text on the Journey description pages. 
Or just ring us ask for a printed version. They give a feel for 
what it’s like on each trip, with additional information on 
how to prepare. You don’t have to book anything to get this.

Briefing Dossier
When you book, we send a comprehensive booklet with 
detailed information on visas, inoculations, recommended 
personal baggage, currency, climate and photography.

Visas and Passports
Apart from the four below, British passport holders  
require no visas to visit countries in Latin America. 
1. 	 Cuba: Tourist Card before arrival 
2. USA: ESTA form to be completed online before arrival  

at (UK) departure airport, even if you’ll just be  
changing planes in USA. 

3.  Canada: eTA form to be completed online before  
arrival at (UK) departure airport, even if you’ll be 
changing planes in Canada.

4. Honduras: British nationals require a visa to enter 
Honduras to be applied for before travel.

Airport transfers and flights
There’s no additional charge for meeting you at the airport 
of the city where the trip starts provided you are travelling 
on an international flight arriving on the first day of the 
tour. Same if you’re departing on the last day.

We will try to offer seats on these flights to clients travelling 
on the published group tour dates. However this is not 
always possible and we may have to make other flight 
arrangements for you, sometimes at extra cost. If you 
arrive/depart on different days, or on internal flights, we 
will charge you extra if you need transfers.

All airline ‘tickets’ issued in the UK are now electronic and 
will be sent by email and first class post. Occasionally,  
paper tickets can still be issued in Latin America.

Documentation                                                           
At each stage of the booking you will be sent a financial 
summary or confirmation. Final documents are usually ready 
for despatch 10 days to 2 weeks before departure date.

Contract
Your contract is with Journey Latin America Ltd. When 
you make a booking, you accept that you have read and 
are subject to the conditions set out in the Full Booking 
Conditions and Important Information. Your contract with 
us is also subject to the Terms and Conditions of Carriage 
of any airline used.

Deposits
We need a deposit of £500 per person when you book. 
The deposit is non-refundable unless we cannot confirm 
you on the tour, or if we cancel your chosen trip, including 
when the minimum numbers required for the tour has not 
been reached. You must read our FULL booking conditions 
before you pay a deposit. We will issue a confirmation, 
at which point we have accepted your booking and a 
contract exists.

Interim payments and Final payments
Final payment is due not less than 60 days before 
departure, or immediately if you book within 60 days of 
departure. However, it may be that to guarantee a price, 
we may have to ask you to pay in full for all or part of your 
holiday at an earlier date. Usually this involves the issue of 
flight tickets which can carry cancellation penalties.

Children
Children over 12 are treated as adults as far as pricing is 
concerned. There are sometimes reductions for one child 
(and sometimes two children) under 12 sharing the room of 
two accompanying adults.

Long-Haul  flights (usually  transatlantic) 
Our holidays usually show the flights price separately.  
We will not issue airline e-tickets until we have received  
full payment for them (see Interim payments above).

Cancellations or alterations by Journey Latin

Exchange rates
Prices and airfares we quote are based on exchange rates 
which may vary several times over a year or more, rather 
than at a single defined date.

Surcharges                                                      
When your holiday is confirmed, we guarantee we will 
not surcharge for any additional costs associated with 
currency fluctuation, government (or airport) – imposed 
taxes/increases, overflying charges, increase in scheduled 
airfares or other transport costs action. The only exception 
is in limited circumstances (particularly with cruise 
arrangements), operators may reserve the right to pass on 
surcharges due to changes in the cost of fuel.

Make sure 
all your travel documents, full passport, visas, inoculation 
certificates, credit cards, currency and travellers’ cheques 
are in order. Yellow fever, typhoid inoculations and malaria 
tablets should be considered essential for all South and 
Central American countries within the tropics, please 
consult a qualified medical practitioner. 
   Your airline reservations must be in the name that appears 
on the full passport you’re using. 
   If you’ve asked us to confirm a particular service 
– e.g. diets, flight seats, rooming, disabled facilities 
– please make a brief reference to it in writing at the time 
of booking. If we can’t confirm it we’ll tell you, but even 
if we do confirm, we can’t guarantee any services which 
ultimately are at an airline’s or local provider’s discretion. 
You are responsible for ensuring that both the reservations 
and timings of flights, particularly homeward bound, are 
reconfirmed. All clients undertake tours and excursions of 
their own volition.

Our responsibilities
We accept responsibility for death, injury or illness caused 
by the negligent acts and/or omissions of our employees 
or agents together with our suppliers and sub-contractors 
whilst acting within the scope of, or in the course of their 
employment, as accepted under English law. We accept 
responsibility for the proper performance of the travel 
services included in the holiday itinerary. If any part is  
 
 
 
not provided as promised, other than as a result of force 
majeure, we will compensate you up to a maximum of 
three times the total price of the package. This excludes 
any arrangements which do not form part of the booking 
with us. 
   We and our suppliers will take reasonable skill and care to 
arrange your holiday, complying with local regulations, but 
understanding that in Latin America, standards of quality, 
safety and hygiene may often be lower than those which 
would be expected in the UK.

If the contract we have with you is not performed or is 
improperly performed as a result of failures attributable 
to a third party unconnected with the provision of the 
services, or as a result of failures due to unusual and 
unforeseeable circumstances beyond our control; the 
consequences of which could not have been avoided even 
if all due care had been exercised, or an event which we or 
our suppliers, even with all due care, could not foresee or 
forestall, and you suffer an injury or other material loss, we 
will offer you such prompt assistance as is reasonable in the 
circumstances. 
    Our liability will also be limited in accordance with the 
contractual terms of the companies that provide the travel 
services that make up your package and any relevant 
international convention. The terms and conditions of 
these conventions may limit or exclude liability for death or 
personal injury, delay to passengers and loss of, damage or 
delay to luggage. 
    EC regulations set down rules governing compensation 
and assistance applying to EU carriers and flights from EU, 
and covers cancelled flights, long delays, denied boarding 
and downgrades. Economy class cabins are often full; you 
may not be able to get seats together. We also recommend 
that, for a long flight, you check in not less than two hours 
before scheduled departure time. Our brochures and 
website are Journey Latin America's responsibility, and do 
not commit airlines mentioned or any other airline used in 
the course of your travel arrangements.

If you have a problem on holiday
If you have a complaint, please bring it to the attention 
of Journey Latin America’s tour leader or local agents 
immediately to enable them to do their best to rectify 
the situation. Please put your complaint in writing. If the 
problem remains unresolved please write to us within 
28 days of your return to the UK with all the relevant 
information. We aim to settle any complaints amicably.  
If we can’t resolve your complaint you can refer to ABTA’s 
Alternative Dispute Resolution scheme.

Rooming — singles
On group holidays Journey Latin America has allowed 
for a certain number of rooms to be occupied by clients 
travelling alone. These rooms will be allocated on a first-
come, first-served basis and the single supplement shown 
on the individual tour will apply. We also reserve the right to 
charge the single supplement to any client travelling alone 
who books within one month of departure, if no willing 
sharer is available.

Rooming — superior ocean view?
When we describe rooms, we have to use the naming 
convention that the hotel adopts – and sometimes the 
hotel’s naming can be misleading. For hotels themselves, 
we have devised 7 self-explanatory categories (see our 
website).

Seasonality and maintenance
Day-to-day maintenance (or during off-season) may 
mean certain activities and hotel facilities, e.g. excursions, 
pools, restaurants, etc are not available owing to weather 
conditions or lack of demand.

Baggage allowances
Airlines frequently change baggage allowances. There are 
weight and size restrictions as well as the number of pieces 
you may check-in or carry-on. 
    Within Latin America, certain excursions and tours have 
baggage limits as low as 5kg per person. Arrangements 
can usually be made to leave the rest of your baggage in 
safe storage.

Air holidays and associated flights arranged by Journey 
Latin America are ATOL(2828) protected, and the CAA will 
ensure that you are not stranded abroad and will arrange 
to refund any money you have paid to us for an advance 
booking.

Arrangements where no flights are included are protected 
by our ABTA (V2522) bond. We also carry both public 
liability and professional indemnity insurance.
